Following the club’s very successful exhibition, All 
Roads Lead From Springfield, held at the Valley Photo 
Center last fall, SPS has embarked on another public 
exhibition that is hoped will attain even more public 
exposure. 
The name of the exhibit is 43 Towns. The exhibit will 
feature one photograph from each of the 43 towns in 
Hampden and Hampshire counties. Each photo will be 
hung as in a museum, with a 4x6 placard providing 
some background on the photo and the town. It will be 
a traveling exhibit, with a goal of showing it at four or 
five venues over the next year. 
The first venue is the Mass Mutual Convention Center 
where it will run from mid-September to mid-
December. Next, it will be hung at the Agawam Public 

Library. The committee is working on a few other 
locales, including Monson, Amherst, Northampton and 
Westfield, for the spring and summer. 
One of the goals of this exhibition was to get as much 
member participation as possible. Thirty-two members 
signed up. The choice of towns was done like a pro 
sports draft. At a draft night party in June, members 
were allowed to choose a town when their name was 
pulled from a hat. Eleven people went into another 
round to pick up a second town to get us to 43 towns. 
Participants have had a lot of fun, in some cases going 
to towns they have never visited and talking to 
residents about good photo opportunities. In other 
cases, people have chosen a favorite file shot. 
The date for the opening reception at the Mass Mutual 
Center will be announced when it is set.
