Do you ever wonder, “Why do 
photos need post-processing?” “Am 
I doing this right?”  “What do other 
photographers do to make their 
photos look great?” 

Those are questions that will be 
answered at the Oct. 25 program at 
7 p.m. A video will explain why to 
process images, and then four 
members will show how they use 
Photoshop and Lightroom to bring 
out the best in their images. 
 
For the presentation, we will be 
concentrating on the basic tools  
used most often. Higher-level tools 
like filters and plug-ins will be 
addressed at a future program. There 
may be some similarities in the 
workflow, but there are many 
different ways to achieve great 
results. There will be time for 
questions and answers after each 
demonstration.

which shows a life-sized family fleeing from their homes in fear.
