three months, you have a maximum of three images that 
can be entered in that category. 
There is no Challenge category at year-end. But if you 
had a Challenge picture that you really like, you can 
enter it as one of your four entries in one of the other 
categories in which you’ve exhibited this year (Artistic, 
Black & White, General or Nature), as long as it fits the 
criteria of that category. 
For digital images, send an email to Larry Sanchez, the 
Digital VP, (sps.digitalentries@gmail.com) with a list of 
your selections. Larry Sanchez recently sent an email 
giving instructions on how to provide a list using the 
exact file names that were submitted earlier this year. Do 
not resend the images since he has them on file. 

For digital images, please get your list to Larry by 
Wednesday May 9 (the day of our final exhibition). Try 
to evaluate your May images ahead of time and decide if 
you want one of those in your year-end submission. If 
you are totally surprised at the results of one of your 
May images and want to make a swap for year-end, you 
must do that by Thursday May 10.  
Bring your prints to the exhibition on May 9 and give 
them to Karen Lemoine, the Prints VP. If you want one 
of your May prints included in year-end, let Karen know 
that so we can move it from the May pile to the year-end 
pile at the end of the night. In addition, you must also 
submit a digital image to Karen 
(spsdigitalprint@gmail.com) by May 10 of any print you 
submit for year-end, if you did not do that earlier this 
year. There will also be Judge’s Choice Awards and an 
Image of the Year Award coming from the pictures 
submitted. The results will be announced in a slide show. 
The Bob Cookish Portrait Award is a special category 
open to everyone, whether you participated in 
exhibitions or not. You can enter up to two images and 
they can be ones that are submitted for other year-end 
award categories or not – they can be portraits that 
you’ve never entered into exhibition. Details about how 
to enter are included in the Standards of Exhibition 
which can be found on the club’s website at springfield-
ps.com.
