Also remember that this is a relatively 
square calendar: 12 inches wide and 9 
inches high. So you should crop your 
pictures to that shape. A really tall or 
very wide photo would not fit.

The 
pictures should be sized to the 
standard club specs: 1400x1050. The 
naming convention should be Your 
Name-Location-City, St. Example:

I remember that there was 
an open door so I went through 
it and shot a photo of the ship 
leaving port. After that I had a 
passion for collecting 
photographic memories for 
family and friends. Just to see 
the smile on many people’s 
faces when they see the results 
of what I have taken for them is a reward in itself. 
I was born in Oceanside, L.I., and moved to Massachusetts 
in 1975. I started my career with Big Y in 1977 and have 
been with them for more than 40 years. Besides my regular 
position there, I was also involved with many photography 
projects. I joined the Springfield Photographic Society in the 
1980s. I guess the most memorable part was the club’s 
involvement with the international salon. It was wonderful 
to to see all the slides that came from all over the world, to 
sort them and to present them in an awesome salon 
slideshow for many people to see.
