Marino suggests shooting B&W

for intensity, drama, boldness
By JIM GILLEN


For Sarah Marino, shooting black and white photos should result in more 
intense images with “drama and boldness.”


Marino, a full-time nature photographer, photography 
educator, and writer, spoke via Zoom to more than 40 
members of the Springfield Photographic Society on 
March 24.


She emphasized flexibility when out on a photo 
shoot. She said, “Make connections to nature in the 
moment.” Opportunities exist throughout the day, 
regardless of the light or weather.


“Working in B&W is a creative, expressive choice,” she said. It shouldn’t 
be a case of saving a photo because it didn’t work as a color image.

Matthew Vasquez 
Jaquith, supervisor of the 
East Forest Park Branch 
Library, also said third 
place in the amateur class 
went to Kevin Fay for “The 
Great Franconia Elm” and a 
second runner-up prize was 
awarded to Larry Sanchez 
for “Fireworks over 
MassMutual.”


Richard said, “The statue of 
Deacon Samuel Chapin, 
aka known as The Puritan, 
was sculpted by Augustus 
St. Gaudens and cast at the 
Bureau Brothers Foundry in 
Philadelphia in the late 
1880s. It was erected at 
Sterns Square at in 1887 
and in 1889 relocated to its 
current residence at 
Chestnut and State streets. 
The Puritan has become the 
official symbol of the city 
and has been reproduced in 
over 20 other cities, 
museums, universities and 
for private collectors 
around the world.


“Having spent my youth in 
Springfield I lived near the 
area and every time I 
passed the statue I marveled

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at the detail, the size, the color and later learned and 
understood that it represented the strength and 
foundation of the city,” Richard said. “When Kevin sent 
us a message about the contest, the statue was first on 
my mind to photograph. On Feb. 8 with my Nikon 
D850, I photographed The Puritan at f/11, ISO 100 at 
1/200 sec. I processed the image in Lightroom and 
Topaz AI using two filters in Topaz to achieve the 
background effect.”


Speaking about his photo, Kevin said, “I played golf at 
Franconia off and on for about 40 years. I can’t say that 
I ever paid a lot of attention to any of the trees. But I 
went back to play a couple of years ago and, while I was 
waiting for someone to hit, I looked up and saw this 
incredible tree.


“I have gone back to photograph it four or five times and 
have found that there is about one week in early May 
when the leaves are just starting to come out, adding life 
to the tree, but its beautiful structure is not yet 
obscured,” he said. “Whenever I’ve gone back with my 
camera, I notice that everyone is totally focused on their 
golf ball, and I am the only one focused on what I call 
The Great Franconia Elm.”


Larry said, “The pictures I took of fireworks over the 
MassMutual building clock tower were results from the 
most fun and challenging photo shoot I have ever done. 
In 2018, the Spirit of Springfield July 4th fireworks were 

moved from the Memorial Bridge to Blunt Park because 
of construction underway near the bridge.


“When I heard about this, I thought I could get a picture 
of the fireworks and the MassMutual clock tower,” 
Larry said. “But I had to solve a puzzle: Where to set up 
my tripod. I found out the fireworks were being 
launched from the park’s track. Google searches told me 
that fireworks can go as high as 250-300 feet. I learned 
the clock tower is about 100 feet tall. With this 
information I placed my camera in the parking lot 
behind the MassMutual building.


“Now I needed to find the correct angle. If I were too 
close to the clock tower the fireworks would not be 
visible over the building, too far and the fireworks 
would be too high over the tower. I used my handy TPE 
app (The Photographer’s Ephemeris) to figure how far I 
was from the two locations and a right triangle 
calculator site to learn that I had to point the camera 11 
degrees up to get the fireworks and the clock tower. So 
that night, I focused on the clock tower, attached a 
shutter release and tested a four-second exposure.


“When the first fireworks exploded right behind the 
clock tower I pushed in the shutter and held it for 4 
seconds,” Larry said. “Then I did a little dance and 
quickly checked my composition for the next picture. I 
quickly moved 20 feet to the left and continued shooting 
for 25 minutes.”

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B&W is a departure from “the conventions of landscape 
and nature photography,” she said. Photographers need to 
concentrate on contrast rather than color, Marino said. 
Contrast can be used differently though, with very dark 
presentations, strong contrast and in very light 
presentations. Generally, you don’t want to go for grays 
when shooting. It’s best to look for the lightest and 
darkest tones to avoid dull B&W images, she said.


Some of the things to look for in B&W are inherent 
contrast, texture, colors you can use (convert to B&W), 
dynamic weather, reflective and shiny surfaces and 
silhouettes, Marino said.

(Continued from page 1) She suggested browsing your catalogue to find photos 

with natural contrasts or strong mood. Then experiment 
with Lightroom sliders – the blacks, whites, highlights 
and shadows).


When shooting, check for the different qualities of 
light: direction (back, side and front light), intensity 
( bright, direct and diffuse), color (cool, neutral and 
warm) and contrast (low, high or mixed).


Rather than looking at light as good or bad, look at 
qualities of light and related opportunities, she said.


For instance, stormy clouds can have great texture 
which can be brought out in processing.


She urged members not to fear strong contrast, deep 
blacks and pure whites.
